No one knows international culture and business like Peter Greenberg. With more than 11 million miles of direct experience under his belt, his perspective on globalization, trade and cross-cultural marketing—as well as travel, tourism, and all industries that feed off of them—is unprecedented.

An Emmy Award-winning investigative reporter and producer, Greenberg was named one of the most influential people in travel by Travel Weekly, along with Al Gore, Bill Marriott and Richard Branson.  In 2012, the U.S. Travel Association inducted Greenberg in to the Hall of Leaders. 
Greenberg has covered literally thousands of stories in hundreds of countries across the globe in his many roles. He is best known as Travel Editor for CBS News, appearing on programs such as the The Early Show, CBS Evening News with Scott Pelley, and CBS Sunday Morning, as well as contributing to CBSNews.com and BNET, an online business management magazine. 

Greenberg was honored with News & Documentary Emmy Award as part of the Dateline NBC team for outstanding coverage of a breaking news story in a news magazine. 

Greenberg spent 14 years as Travel Editor for NBC, appearing on the Today show, Dateline NBC, MSNBC, and CNBC programming such as Squawk Box, Power Lunch, Closing Bell and High Net Worth. He was the creator, co-executive producer and host of CNBC's acclaimed ratings-winning, prime-time specials, "Inside American Airlines: A Week in the Life," and "Cruise Inc: Big Money on the High Seas."

He is also Travel Ambassador for AARP and New York Times best-selling author of "The Travel Detective" series. His latest book is titled, The Best Places for Everything: The Ultimate Insider's Travel Guide to Finding the Best Experiences Around the World. As host of a nationally syndicated  radio program, Greenberg is heard on 400+ stations, broadcasting weekly from a different remote location around the world. 

He is a regular contributor to Parade, Men's Health, Oprah.com, Bing Travel, ForbesTraveler.com, and more. He has been a featured guest on The Oprah Winfrey Show, The View, Late Night with Conan O’Brien, Dr. Phil, and Larry King Live.  In 2012, Greenberg released a series of books in partnership with Michelin under the “Like A Local” series which offers tips to travelers on experiencing destinations like a local. 
Greenberg is not only an expert on the global (regional and national) impact of modern trade policy, terrorism, health and human rights, but he also brings a distinctly consumer-oriented perspective to these issues. At the same time, he is able to speak with direct experience on business issues ranging from security to international marketing to loyalty programs and more.

"On the road, the term 'expert' doesn't mean much. Airlines, hotels and other businesses treat me like everybody else, so I understand what it means to be a consumer."

He is regularly invited to be a keynote speaker at the world's largest industry gatherings, including the World Travel and Tourism Council's annual think tank and the National Business Travel Association's yearly conference. 

Greenberg`s knowledge is enriched by a deep awareness of history and a multitude of relationships with world leaders—political, corporate and humanitarian—cultivated through decades of award-winning journalism. 

An example of his impressive access, extensive contacts and personal connections is illustrated in his special television events entitled "The Royal Tour," history-making, one-on-one journeys through various countries with their respective heads of state (King of Jordan, Prime Minister of New Zealand and President of Peru, among others).

He won the national Emmy Award (Best Investigative Reporting) for his ABC 20/20 special on the final orphan flight out of Vietnam entitled "What Happened to the Children?" He also is the recipient of the Distinguished Service Award in Journalism from the University of Wisconsin, and the Excellence in Broadcasting Award from the Aviation Space Writers Association of America.
